ALFWAY through a
sweeping strike Russ
Evans' 12ft waggler
rod locked into a hefty
thumping curve,

“Ahhhhh, that's what
I'm after..." smiled the Surrey angler.
“That’s definitely a bream.”

There was no need to rush, no
panic or great fuss. By adopting the
same deliberate movements as the
fish he'd just hooked, Russ patiently
pumped the slab-sided specimen
towards him.

Alternatively lowering his rod,
and winding in line as he did so,
then easing the carbon curve back
to guide the fish away from its

| shoalmates, he teased the heavy

weight grazer towards the landing

| net he was dipping into the margins

in preparation,

Then, appearing out of the depths
of the glorious Old Bury Hill Lake,
came the unmistakeable shape of a
hefty bream.

Struck by the warm summer sun
filtering through the rich waters,
the bronze-scaled flanks of the
fish illuminated as if charged with
electricity.

“Got to say, I love catching bream,”
mused Russ, a big smile breaking
across his face as the fish slid into the
miesh of his net
