Anything that involves the M25 constitutes
anawlol journey as far as 'm concerned, bt
tof deputy editor Steve Martin and 1 have made
good fime and arrive around 8.30am,

IEs just in time to catch up with fishery owner,
Dravid de Vere and my old mate Kenny Collings,
of Dorking fume and now occasional manager of

the extremely well stocked on-site tackle shop.
My immediate reaction over breakfast in the cale
is what a fantastic set-up they've got, and whai
i lovely location. This is no hole in the ground
operation. This is a beautifully mature fishery, set
in woodland and T really can't wait to get stared.

S50 what are we doing here, 1 hear you ask? Well
the simple answer is that Steve has had the nod
that that some big crucians have been showing
and like most proper anglers, 1 have always
enjoved o bit of a love affair with these levely,
shy-hiting fish,

There are several picturesque lakes on the

I've opted 10 fish Peg 13, while Steve has set up
on Peg 11, The plan is simple but conning: Steve's

I, on the other hand, fancy fishing the waggler
towardds theisland, feeding and fshing red
maggot, Hopefully one of us will get it sored.

1t's only shallow here, four feet at most, 've set
up 4 2A8A Drennan Crystal foay 31 reel line, 210
hooklength to a size 20 fine-wire hook: 1ts still
early spring and the water is still cold; soit's a
softly, softly approach; hall a dogen magpots every
put-in, single maggeot on the hook.

Since the advent of the pole it almost seems
like an old-fashioned method, but s & method 1
grew up with and stll enjoy and, of course, it sl

First put-tn and three metres of clastic arc
